GREENHILLS HOA BOARD MEETING
May 22, 2025

1. President Doug called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Doug, Larry, Steve, Tammy, Jamie, Jeanette, Chris, Justin, and Lori. Cliff was absent.
2. Agenda: Jeanette made a motion to approve the agenda, with a second from Larry. Motion carried. 10-0.
3. Minutes: Steve made a motion to accept the April minutes as written. Chris seconded. Board approved 10-0.
4. Reports: 
a. Treasurer: Jennifer shared that she transferred $6756.73 to an interest-bearing account. Personal property taxes have been paid and she’s still working on some delinquent accounts.
b. Clubhouse: There were two rentals in May, and two scheduled for June. Tammy purchased a new clock for the Pool and plans to bring it in at the close of pool season in an attempt to extent its life. Two welcome packets were delivered to new homeowners.
c. Website: Chris reported that there were 169 hits on the website this past month.
5. Committee Reports:
a. Architectural Control Committee: One form was submitted for painting.
b. Lawn and Landscape Committee: Chris will meet with our mowing contractor regarding a few mowing issues. The west line of trees has been removed by Outdoors Unlimited. Chris shared that there are two dead trees that need to be taken down, as well as some diseased and dying trees. Board members will try to address some of the issues themselves.
c. Pool Committee: Jamie took the pool operator training required by the county and has received his certificate. Dylan is off to a good start. He asked to replace the pool pole and brush attachment. He will be away with work a few days this summer and will find someone to cover his pool responsibilities on those days. Dylan will handle his substitute’s payment.
d. Budget Committee: n/a
6. President Comments: Doug shared his appreciation to board members and homeowners for cleaning up and taking care of the neighborhood, which saves the HOA money.
7. HOA Member Comments: A homeowner complained about a barking dog at a neighboring home that has become a chronic problem. They will notify the police to make a formal complaint.
8. Old Business:
a. Review of typed Covenants – This will be emailed to board members for review.
b. Review of Pool House Enclosure status – The job has been completed and the contractor has been paid. Jamie will send pictures of the pool house to the county for approval.
c. Spring Clean Up – This event was deemed a success and the dumpster was full. Many trees were trimmed up around the clubhouse as well. The final cost of the dumpster was $234.70, which provided a big savings from past years.
9. New Business:
a. An email vote was conducted to add facia repair at the clubhouse for $200. A majority responded and the vote was a unanimous “yes”. This work has been completed and the contractor has received payment.
b. An email vote was added to record the purchase of a cordless leaf blower for the pool and clubhouse, not to exceed $160. A majority voted in favor and a blower was purchased for $141.06. 
c. Pool House Concrete and other Requirements – The county now requires a concrete floor in the pool house, as well as having the siding caulked. Justin made a motion to approve $269 to have these additional jobs completed by the same contractor. Larry seconded with a vote of 10-0. Board approved.
d. Set date for Annual Neighborhood Sale – The sale will be held June 7 and all homeowners are encouraged to participate. A reminder will be shared to Facebook.
e. Homeowners not Trimming Behind Fences – Several homeowners have not kept the grass trimmed behind their fences. Doug will send out letters before fines are assessed.
f. Tree Limbs Needing Trimmed on Tamerisk – Several board members will look into this situation to see if it is something they can handle themselves.
